Prati Ghare Sushason: Review meeting held in Khowai district 
A district-level review meeting was held at the conference hall of Khowai District 
Magistrate’s office on September 24 as a part of Prati Ghare Sushason program. Those 
present in the meeting were state government Secretary Apurba Roy, DM Dilip Kumar 
Chakma, Director of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare department Saradindu Das, ADM 
Sushanta Kumar Sarkar, Teliamura SDM Md.

The 
Chief Medical Officer had informed in the meeting that so far, 1 lakh 11 thousand 94 families 
have been brought under Ayushman Bharat- Pradhan Mantri Arogya Yojana. 

An official of Animal Resources Development Department informed in the meeting that 
loans have been provided through Kisan Credit Card to 600 animal rearers in the district. 
Recently, 146 animal rearers have been provided with loans. 
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
