In a similar drive conducted in 

the present month, the Police seized 2245 kg of Marijuana, 256 gm Heroin, 1911 bottles of 

contraband cough syrups and 2464 Yaba tablets. In this regard, total 38 cases have been 

registered under various sections of NDPS Act and total 54 convicts were arrested. This special 

drive shall continue and intensify in coming days to ensure Drug-free Tripura. He said, special 

drive against helmetless driving, illegal parking, over speeding and violation of other traffic rules 

is continued. In the present month, during traffic enforcement, over 60 lakh rupees was fined 

under various sections of MV Act. Traffic enforcement will continue to prevent drunk driving, 

over speeding, fatal accidents and other traffic violations. This was informed in a press release 

issued by the office of the Director General of Police. 
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
