Under the leadership of president of the State Cultural Advisory Committee Subhash Deb a cultural programme was organised at Nazrul Kalakshetra on September 28. Artistes from 14 sub-divisional took part in this programme. Among the dignitaries present on the occasion were noted social activist Neeti Deb, secretary of Ram Krishna Mission’s state branch Swami Hitakamanananda Maharaj, president and secretary of Agartala Press Club Subal Kumar De and Pranab Sarkar respectively. On that occasion a new cultural organisation by the name ‘Vivekananda Socio-Cultural Organisation’ was born. A souvenir ‘Vivek Barta’ was released on the occasion. 
Candidates selected for professional courses greeted at special programme

Candidates selected for various professional courses were given ceremonial greetings jointly by the SC welfare, tribal welfare and OBC welfare departments at Rabindra Shatabarshiki Bhavan on September 28. Thanking the education department for taking several 


historical and brave decisions the chief minister Biplab Kumar Deb, after inaugurating the programme said, the government’s aim is to propel Tripura to the front row in the field of education and converge education with income generation. 
Presiding over the programme the education minister Ratan Lal Nath informed that for overall development of the SC, ST and OBC children they are being sent to 26 institutions at government expense for pursuing professional education.  To materialise the slogan “Sabka saath sabka vikash” all sections of the society have to be developed. During the 2019-20 financial year SC welfare department has sponsored 109 students, minorities welfare department has sponsored 327 students, tribal welfare department has sponsored 311 students and OBC welfare department has sponsored 236 students for studying para-medical, B. Ed., D. El. Ed., GNM etc. courses. 
Tribal welfare minister Mewar Kumar Jamatia also reiterated that the state government has already taken several significant steps towards educational development. Welcome address was given by the secretary of SC welfare department M.L. Dey while vote of thanks was given by the secretary of the ST welfare department N. Darlong. He said, during the 2019-20 financial year, 983 selected for professional courses have been sponsored by the government. About 2 lakh students have benefited with pre-matric and post-matric scholarship. 
Bi-cycles provided to students of Class –IX in Teliamura
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Bi-cycles have been provided to the students of Class-IX free of cost through a programme held at Kazi Nazrul School in Teliamura sub-division on September 27. Chairman of Teliamura MC Nitin Kumar Saha, vice-chairman of Teliamura MC Rupak Sarkar, headmaster of the concerned school Bishurai Debbarma, vice-chairman of School Management Committee Gouri Shankar Roy, member Chiranjeev Deb were present in the programme. Bi-cycles have been provided to 386 students of Teliamura and Mungiakami blocks in the programme. 
 
Assistance provided for pisci culture in Kanchanpur 
  
Various schemes have been taken up by the fishery department for pisci culture in Kanchanpur subdivision during the current year. Under the scheme, assistance has been provided to total 22 fish farmers of the subdivision for fish cultivation in seasonal reservoir. Under the scheme, 1200 young fishes are being supplied to each of 6 fish farmers of Dasda block, 4 fish farmers of Laljuri block, 3 fish farmers of Jampuihill block, 4 fish farmers of Damchhara block, 5 fish farmers of Pacherthal block. Fish feed, oil cake, lime, medicine etc alongwith are also being supplied. Moreover, assistance is being provided to 8 fish farmers for pisci culture under mixed fish cultivation scheme. Distribution of fish feed, oil cake, medicine alongwith 1640 fingerlings is going on. The office of the Kanchanpur subdivision fishery superintendent has informed this.  

2684 Mandays generated under MGNREGA in Powangbari block

Various development schemes are being implemented in 7 panchayats and 3 ADC villages of Powangbari block under MGNREGA on the eve of Durga puja. Rs 77 lakh 92 thousand 960 will be spent in 7 panchayats for this purpose. 2065 mandays will be generated under the scheme. Under the scheme, Rs 2 lakh 37 thousand 696 will be spent in 3 ADC villages. 619 mandays will be generated under the scheme. Renovation of road, cleaning of drain and jungle are going on in rural area under the scheme. Powangbari block has informed this. 

Administrative cum health camp 
at Gamchakobra

An administrative-cum-health camp was organized by West Tripura district administration at the premises of Gamchakobra market in Gamchakobra ADC village of Lefunga block under Mohanpur subdivision on September 27. Senior deputy magistrate Dhiraj Debbarma, DCM Manik Chakma, BDO of Lefunga block Pritam Sarkar alongwith district and sub divisional level officers of various departments under the leadership of D.M in-charge, West Tripura district, Tapan Kumar Das were present in the administrative team. The officers visited Anganwadi centre, toilet, houses under PM Awas Yojana alongwith various works under MGNREGA of the concerned village.

After the tour the officers interacted with the local people at Gamchakobra market shed. The villagers informed them about various problems of the area in the meeting.  The DM, In-charge instructed the officers of concerned departments to solve the problems. Mohanpur subdivisional administration had received 66 applications for marriage certificate. Health department has provided medicine free of cost after health checkup of 60 persons. Animal resources development department has provided medicine free of cost to 65 families for treatment of domestic animals-birds. Moreover, fishery department has provided required advice for pisci culture alongwith water test of ponds of 9 persons. The people had been informed about Ayushman Bharat Arogya Yojana and various schemes of social welfare and social education department.
